Washington’s 1115 Medicaid Transformation Demonstration waiver builds on the
success of a rebalanced system where individuals have a community care entitlement
for long term services and supports (LTSS). The intent is to demonstrate outcomes

associated with:
1) creating quick access to services through use of presumptive eligibility;

2) delaying or avoiding the need for more intensive Medicaid-funded LTSS by
supporting unpaid family caregivers and individuals at risk of Medicaid utilization

and/or spend-down; and

3) providing supportive housing and supported employment to individuals eligible
for Medicaid funded LTSS.
